Contemporary villa on lake Como

individual temperature control to the programmable electrical system with touch panel
controls and mood settings.

Even better, all the villa’s three floors afford far-reaching views of the lake, the
waterside villages and the mountains beyond. The best places to soak up the panorama
are the portico, terraces and gardens, which enjoy the sunshine till late in the evening.
